On July 14-19, 2007, Fleet # 21 will host the Nationals, and we welcome you to Greenwood Lake, New Jersey. 
 
This is the first time Greenwood Lake will host the Nationals, and we are both excited and a bit apprehensive. Excited 
because we want to show all of you what a truly beautiful part of the country this is, and apprehensive simply because 
we have never done this before.  Rest assured all of our fleet members have been working hard so that our guests will all 
feel comfortable and have a great time. 
 
While our facilities may not be as impressive as some, we do have a very impressive 9-mile lake (half in New Jersey and 
half in New York) locally referred to as the "Highlands "of New Jersey.  Because of the size of the lake there are many 
sailing options, and depending on wind conditions a 6-mile leg is not unrealistic.   We are sure you will be well satisfied 
with plenty of sailing time. 
 
Fleet 21 is part of the Awosting Yacht Squadron (AYS), and the plan is to use the AYS facilities, specifically the Awost-
ing Boathouse.  We plan to run the regatta from the Boathouse and this will be the center of all activities and your desti-
nation point.
